As we move forward together joyfully living and proclaiming the gospel, we need to make sure that the Church has the financial resources needed to do this effectively.

[image: image3.wmf]To hit our budget this year we need to raise £36,000 from the generosity of the congregation by standing order.  This will cover the costs the Diocese incurs in paying and housing Fr Gavin, make a useful start with improvements to  the building (funded partly by Appeal money raised in 2001), and cover our other costs.  

This £36,000 averages out at about £5 per Roll Member per Week if we use Gift Aid to get the tax back (see below). At present the average Subscriber contributes about £75/month. Some will be able to afford less, others more. Our challenge is to have each member of the roll giving what is right for them – we know from Jesus that what counts with God is the generosity and not how much is given. Together, giving prayerfully and generously, we can provide the financial resources to help St Andrew’s power ahead under Fr Gavin’s inspiring leadership. It would be great to beat this budget, and do even more to proclaim the Gospel in this Parish. For example, another church worker starting sooner would allow more to be done especially with young people.

How our generosity can go further

By far the best way to contribute is a Standing Order with Gift Aid.  By signing this form you can get something back from your taxes and ensure that Gordon Brown contributes to St Andrew’s as well as you.  If you are a taxpayer, for every £5 you contribute under Gift Aid we can claim a further £1.40.  And if you’re a higher rate taxpayer, you can also reclaim £1.10!

You can vary or cancel your Standing Order at any time, and you can add further one-off donations which automatically count as Gift Aid once you have signed the declaration overleaf.  The level of your generosity is confidential, and only be known to the Treasurer, the Assistant Treasurers who have to know for the preparation of the Accounts and the Auditor.

Each person should give what they have decided in their heart to give, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver. The Common Fund ("quota") is our contribution to the Diocese, out of which they cover Fr Gavin's stipend and also the costs of housing and administration.  Contrary to popular belief, the CofE does not receive state funding, and the financial endowments of the Church Commissioners are now all committed to paying pensions for retired Clergy.  We have to pay our way, and by God's grace are determined to do so.

The Church of England suggests to its members that we donate at least 5% of our income to the Church and other charitable causes, and we are following this at St Andrew’s, continuing our support for causes such as Crisis, the Children’s Society, and the Just Children Foundation of Zimbabwe.

Other messages on Giving

Do not store up treasures for yourself on earth, where moths and woodworms destroy them and thieves break in and steal,  But store up treasures for yourself in heaven, where neither moth nor woodworms destroy them and thieves cannot break in and steal.  For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also. (Matthew 6:19-21)

You are so rich in everything … that you should surely show yourselves equally lavish in this generous service…You know the generosity of our Lord Jesus Christ: he was rich, yet for your sakes he became poor, so that through his poverty you might become rich.  Here is my advice … give according to your means.  If we give eagerly according to our means, that is acceptable to God; he does not ask for what we do not have (2 Corinthians 8:7-12)

You know well that it was nothing of passing value, like silver and gold, that bought you your freedom… You were set free by Christ's precious blood (1 Peter 1:18-19)

It is a fragrant offering, an acceptable sacrifice, pleasing to God.  And my God will supply all your needs out of the magnificence of his riches in Christ Jesus (Philippians 4:18-19)
